Stop Scrollin’ and Rollin’ &= The Social Circle Police Department wants to remind you
that the hands-free driving law is going into effect July 1, 2018.The distracted driving legislation
prevents motorist from holding cellphones while behind the wheel of a motor vehicle. However,
there are other options that are acceptable under this new “hands-free”law, including using speaker
phone, Bluetooth and earbuds, Siri, Alexa or Cortana. The Social Circle Police Department will
have a 90-day grace period for drivers beginning in July. During this time, drivers will be given
warnings to educate them on the new law, while the public information campaign advertises the
changes.
